1. Objectives

This conference provides a platform for JF Fellows and the Tohoku University students of
the International Graduate Program in Japanese Studies (GPJS) to present their ongoing

work and achievements in a poster format.
Through the poster presentations, we aim to achieve the following:

(1) Valuable Networking: An opportunity to engage directly with researchers and students
from diverse fields, fostering new perspectives and ideas.

(2) Research Enhancement and Communication Skills: A chance to deeply explore and
organize your research, practicing how to convey it clearly. The Q&A session will
deepen your understanding of your research and provide valuable feedback for future
endeavors.

(3) Future Assets: Presentation experience contributes to your research record, serving as a

valuable historical account of your research activities for future reference.

Eligibility:

(1) JF Fellows who are residing in Japan at the time of the Fellow Conference and are
eligible to submit a doctoral dissertation, OR

(2) GPJS students

Application Method: Submit an abstract via the Google Form
(https://forms.gle/gUSXGidjJosZTw3E9)

*Abstracts should be within one page (single column) on A4 size paper. Please
clearly include (1) Title, (2) Keywords, (3) Abstract body (stating the problem,

flow of arguments, conclusion, and essential data), (4) References.
Language: Japanese or English
Number of Accepted Presentations: Approximately 20

Cost: Free

4. Acceptance Notification
Notification Date: Friday, September 5, 2025
Review Criteria:

(1) Quality of Content (accuracy, novelty, significance, depth of research, logical
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coherence, etc.)

(2) Research Methodology (appropriateness, validity, reliability, etc.)

Selection Process: GP]JS faculty members will score each abstract on a four-level scale for
Review Criteria (1) and (2). The top approximately 20 applicants with the highest total

scores will be accepted.

Notification Method: Via email.

Submission Deadline: Wednesday, October 15, 2025
Format: PDF data (The secretariat will print the posters in A0 size for display.)

Specifications: Posters will be displayed vertically in A0 size (W841 mm X H1189 mm).
